Thank to everyone who has provided feedback in our school values review. This 
has provided fantastic feedback and clarity around a new vision and values 
moving forward.

FROM THE COMMUNITY – what makes Marong PS unique?
Parents consistently describe Marong Primary School as a welcoming, close-knit 
school with a strong sense of community. Despite growing enrolments, the school 
has maintained its small-school, country feel where students are known, valued 
and supported by caring, dedicated staff. Families appreciate the positive 
relationships between students, staff and the wider community, the approachable 
and committed teachers and education support staff, and the inclusive 
environment that encourages family involvement. Marong Primary School is 
recognised as a place where every child can thrive, supported by a culture of care, 
respect and high expectations.
FROM THE STUDENTS – what should students always try to do at school?

This week has been a short week, with the King’s Birthday on Monday and a Curriculum Day on 
Friday.

In Sounds-Write, students have been working on words that contain two letters that make one 
sound. The sounds we have been focusing on are /ll/, /ss/, and /zz/. Some of the words we 
have explored include *fizz*, *miss*, and *hill*.

In Writing, the Prep students have been learning to write unknown words in sentences. We 
have looked at animals and construction vehicles and attempted to write the words by 
sounding them out using our Sounds-Write strategies.

In Maths, we are learning about Australian money. We have been looking at and describing 
coins by their colour, shape, size, and picture details. We are also learning about the value of 
each coin.

During Integrated Studies, we explored the states and territories that make up Australia.

Week 8, Term 2

A short week for our Grade One/Two students, but we still managed to fit in plenty of learning!

In Sounds-Write this week, students continued exploring the different ways sounds can be 
represented in words. Ms Thorn and Hayley’s group focused on spellings including ‘x’ for /k/ 
/s/, as well as ‘y’, ‘ff’, ‘ll’, ‘ss’, and ‘zz’. Mr Riordan’s group explored the ‘ow’ sound and its two 
spellings, <ow> and <ou>. Miss Williams’ group looked at the ‘ae’ sound and its eight spellings: 
<ai>, <ay>, <ea>, <a-e>, <a>, <ei>, <ey>, and <eigh>.

In Writing, we continued using the book *I Want My Hat Back* and focused on repetition and 
expanding our sentences. Students identified examples of repetition in the story and 
discussed why the author used it. We also practised making our sentences more interesting 
by adding a who, what, and why.

In Maths, we focused on subtraction using the vertical strategy. After spending time learning 
vertical addition, students began using number lines, counting backwards, and vertical 
subtraction to solve one- and two-digit equations.

In Integrated Studies, we continued learning about K’gari. Students explored its natural 
features, learned why it is such a special place, and discussed different ways people can help 
care for and protect it.

GRADE 5/6

It has been a short week this week, but there has been plenty of learning happening in the 
5/6 unit!

This week in Literacy, students continued producing their information reports on Australian 
myths and legends. They focused on using engaging headings, informative subheadings, 
and clear topic sentences to help organise information and engage their readers. In our 
etymology lessons, students explored the origins of the words "democracy" and 
"parliament", investigating how these words developed over time and how their meanings 
connect to our learning about government and citizenship.

In Mathematics, students continued their work on fractions, decimals, and percentages, 
making connections between these concepts and applying their understanding to a variety 
of problems. They also practised using the four operations—addition, subtraction, 
multiplication, and division—to solve fraction problems and explain their mathematical 
thinking.

In Integrated Studies, students have "travelled" to South Australia as part of our Great 
Australian Adventure unit. They explored the state's geography, landmarks, culture, and 
unique attractions while continuing to add to their travel journals and state projects.

With two weeks to go, we are proud of our students and their resilience in continuing to work 
hard each and every day.
